What is a wife’s Respect?
Conquest:

Appreciating his desire to work and achieve.

· God created Adam/Man to work.

· Men always ask other men “What do you do for work?”

· Insatiability is when a woman is not satisfied but is motivated towards “her ideal”
· The husband feels a call to work. / Women want to feel like working is an option.
Hierarchy:

Appreciating his desire to protect and provide
· The husband feels a responsibility to provide and protect.
· What does it mean to be “The Head”? It means the husband treats His wife like Christ treated the Church and is willing to lay down his life and die for his wife.

· Women video tape situations in their mind with their husbands in pink color.
· The key to marriage is not communication, it is mutual understanding.
Authority:

Appreciating his desire to be strong and to lead (decisions)

· Women are not upset about the dominance of men in the relationship, but that the men are not the spiritual leaders in their families.

Discussion Questions
1. Wives, when your husbands are reacting in unloving ways, sometimes sulking and being moody, could it be that he feels little respect from you (or appreciation) for work that he does outside, or inside the home? Share thoughts.

2. In the book of Genesis God said that Adam (man) would spend his time working the ground and then he said that Eve (woman) would bare children, how does this play out in our own lives today? Do men feel “called by God” to work, and do woman feel a “called by God” to be more family related? Discuss.
3. The Bible says that the man is supposed to be the head of the home as Christ is the head of the church, should men focus more on their rights in that role or their responsibility? If a woman agrees that a man should be held responsible for the family, and not her, should she be willing to give over the authority that goes with being responsible? Discuss.
4. Close in prayer asking for transparent prayer requests for yourself in your relationship (Ex: please pray for me that I might be more loving to my wife).
